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ABSTRAK 

 Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui Kinerja Keuangan Perbankan 

Syariah dengan Perbankan Konvensional untuk masing-masing rasio keuangan dan 

Menganalisa Kinerja Keuangan PT. Bank Central Asia Syariah jika dibandingkan 

dengan Kinerja Keuangan PT Bank Central Asia Periode tahun 2017-2021. Data yang 

digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah data sekunder yang bersifat Time Series yang 

dipublikasikan dalam situs resmi Bank Indonesia melalui Otoritas Jasa Keuangan 

(OJK). Alat analisis yang digunakan adalah Analisis Deskriptif Kuantitatif untuk 

mengetahui kinerja keuangan Bank secara menyeluruh dan uji hipotesis dengan 

Independent Sample T Test . Hasil penelitian analisis deskriptif, diketahui ada 

perbedaan kinerja keuangan rasio likuiditas, dimana nilai rata-rata FDR atau Mean 

untuk BCA Syariah adalah sebesar 86,2400 lebih tinggi dibandingkan nilai rata-rata 

LDR Bank BCA Konvensional sebesar 73,6200. Sedangkan dari kinerja keuangan 

rasio kualitas aset, diketahui nilai rata-rata NPF BCA Syariah sebesar 0,5760 lebih 

rendah dibandingkan nilai rata-rata NPL BCA konvensional yang sebesar 1,6400. 

Berdasarkan hasil analisis independent sampel t test (uji beda), terdapat perbedaan 

signifikan kinerja keuangan antara BCA Syariah dengan BCA konvensional, baik 

dari sisi rasio likuiditas (FDR/LDR) maupun rasio kualitas aset (NPF/NPL). 
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ABSTRACT 

 This study aimed to determine the Financial Performance of Islamic Banking 

compared to Conventional Banking for each financial ratio and analyzed the 

Financial Performance of PT. Bank Central Asia Sharia in comparison with the 

Financial Performance of PT Bank Central Asia for the period 2017-2021. The data 

used in this research were secondary data of a time series nature published on the 

official website of Bank Indonesia through the Financial Services Authority (OJK). 

The analytical tool used was Quantitative Descriptive Analysis to understand the 

overall financial performance of the banks and hypothesis testing with Independent 

Sample T-Test. The results of the descriptive analysis showed that there was a 

difference in the financial performance of the liquidity ratio, where the average value 

of FDR or Mean for BCA Sharia was 86.2400, higher than the average value of LDR 

for Conventional Bank BCA which was 73.6200. Meanwhile, in terms of asset 

quality ratio, it was known that the average value of NPF for BCA Sharia was 0.5760, 

lower than the average value of NPL for Conventional BCA which was 1.6400. 

Based on the results of the independent sample t-test (difference test), there was a 

significant difference in the financial performance between BCA Sharia and BCA 

Conventional, both in terms of liquidity ratio (FDR/LDR) and asset quality ratio 

(NPF/NPL). 
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
